Today, Feb 6

 at 4pm, Eduardo has passed away, knowing that God loves him, believing in 

the resurrection and as always happy, although not satisfied.  

 

 Faithful to the Gospel of Christ and open to the reality of the world and attentive to 

the people in his path during all his life, he has left a legacy of friendship with God and with 

all mankind by means of the Cursillos of Christianity.  

 

 It is now that our heart is pained by the sorrow of loss in losing in this life, someone 

who we loved profoundly, that our Faith makes itself present in having the certainty that 

Eduardo is immensely happy together with the Father. And that, as he himself would say, is 

occasion of great happiness.  

 

 This Secretariat will undertake the task of sending this news by all means that are 

within our reach. However, we beg that as Eduardo has taught us, everything is done best by 

means of friendship. In this way, and with the goal of being able to make this known to the 

most possible, we ask that you send this notice of Eduardo’s passing to all your Cursillista 

friends and those who have not lived Cursillo but still knew him.

 The wake will be at Bon Sosec (Ctra Palma – Inca km 7.5 – Marratxi) on the 7
th

, 8
th

 

and 9

 The following Tuesday the 12
th

, at 8pm, the solemn funeral will be celebrated by 

convocation of the Bonnín Family and the Diocesan Secretariat of the CCM in Mallorca at 



the Cathedral in Palma, celebrant his Excellency Bishop of Mallorca, Don Jesus Murgui will 

preside.  

 

 Both at the Capilla Ardiente as well as at the Cathedral, there will be sign in books 

available before and after the Funeral Mass for all who wish to leave messages of memories, 

thanksgiving and consolation for the family.
